FOOL’S GOLD

Everybody wants to live long and enjoy life to the fullest. “Eat,
drink and be merry!” - seems to be the cry of the world. Many
foolish souls will have an unquenchable, insatiable desire to
acquire more and more, ... latest TVs, computers, gadgetry,
cars, boats, ... stuff and will ‘max out credit cards’ and take
unwieldy loans and go bigger and fancier with selfish abandon
and nary a thought for where all this all will end.

Others may have worked hard and have been blessed with
bumper crops, huge bonuses, business booms, rich inheritance
or great investments and have stored up great bank accounts
and monetary savings and feel a sense of accomplishment, and
perhaps in an earthly sense, rightly so. But this could all
amount to ‘fool’s gold’.

You and I both know that when one’s life comes to an end one
leaves all of it behind. "What profit does he show who gains
the whole world and loses one’s soul?" (Lk 9:25) Discipleship
requires self-emptying. To follow Christ is to gratefully use
one’s gifts in the service of God and neighbor. The wise person
will not only invest in this life, but will also store up treasures
in heaven by using one’s gifts and blessings in the service of
God and neighbor. "Set your heart on what pertains to higher
realms where Christ is seated at God's right hand. Be intent on
things above rather than on things of earth” (Col 3:1-2). Selt-
Giving leads us to glory with God.

But God said to the rich man, ‘You fool, this night your life will be
demanded of you,; and the things you have prepared, to whom will
they belong?’

e In the Gospel Jesus warns us to guard against greed because our lives do not consist of
possessions.

o Stewardship calls us to place the things of this world at the service of God and others.

e Qoheleth speaks of the vanity of the things of this earth. While it is true that this life is
temporary, Christ calls us to make use of the temporal and transitory things of this world to
help ourselves and our neighbors reach eternal life.

o St. Paul tells the Colossians to seek the things that are above and not to think of what is on
earth. His words remind us that in baptism, we have died to the things of this earth and that
each day God calls us one step closer to our true and eternal home with him.

Financial blessings are a gift to us from a loving God. How we manage financial blessings is a barometer of
our faith. People who make a decision to give to God from their first fruits and not the leftovers find that
their faith is deepened, and rather than find themselves lacking, they become more enriched spiritually and
materially.

Gifts of material blessing should be:

Sacrificial (pinch a little)

Proportionate (does it adequately reflect a true measure of your financial blessings?)

Planned and Identifiable (to allow your parish leaders to plan adequately)

A gift will be representative of a true Christian spiritual commitment if it is sacrificial, planned, consistent
and proportionate.

Those are the big words we use so often — sacrificial, proportionate, and planned — when it comes to sharing
one’s resources with one’s parish, diocese, and universal church. And there is no doubt that it is important to
ask people to live a life of stewardship which is prayerful, sacrificial, proportionate, and planned.

We store up treasures in heaven by our acts of gratitude, our sacrificial Sunday-giving, our works of

volunteering, our gifts to charity, our willingness to be a blessing to others, our embrace of God’s love re-
flected in the love and care for our brothers and sisters.

Dear Parishioners, August 1, 2010

I came to O’Neill as a young man who had just finished College Seminary, and because
of this achievement, I thought I knew it all. I also came, as a seminarian in continued discern-
ment of God’s will for my life; I say this because I still hadn’t gotten the confirmation from
God that I felt I needed. I now leave, from the most affirming experience I have ever had, a
different man.

College Seminary gave me many tools and a lot of knowledge of how to be a good,
Catholic Man, a man in love with Christ, His Church, and Her Teachings. With this formation I
thought I was ready for parish life; then I came to O’Neill. I realized, through interaction with
all of you and conversations with Fr. Lorig and Fr. Nigli, that I knew absolutely nothing about
living in a parish and being a pastor; but then something amazing happened! You, Fr. Nigli,
and Fr. Lorig took me under your wings and began to teach me about parish life, and the begin-
nings of how to be a pastor. All of you showed me my strengths and my weaknesses, and I thank you for this wisdom
because now I can make the most of my next four years of seminary formation. In order to grow into the best priest I
can be I need three things: to pray, to be prayed for, and formation. Knowledge of my strengths and weaknesses, and
knowledge of the day-to-day workings of a parish, will give great depth to my formation and allow me to grow and be
formed into the priest that God wills me to be.

It is hard to express how grateful I am for what you have taught me, the kindness you have shown me, the en-
couragement you gave me, and the food that you made for me; but maybe this will help. It is with these experiences in
this parish, that I am now able to say I know God’s will for my life. He wants me to be a priest, but not just a priest; He
wants me to be a diocesan priest. And now, after my six months here, I want to be a priest also, which is a new desire
in my heart. I give God, working through you, the credit for that desire. THANK YOU!

I will be moving to Mount St. Mary’s Seminary is Emmitsburg, Maryland on August 15", there I will study
four years of Theology and receive an MA. At the end of those four years I will, God willing, be ordained a Priest for
the Archdiocese of Omaha. During these next four years, I’ll be back in Omaha for some summer and most Christmas
breaks and I hope to visit O’Neill when the opportunities present itself.

Please know that this entire parish has been, and will be in my prayers. I will be checking in with Fr. Nigli to
see how you’re doing. I only ask that all of you continue to pray for me and all of the seminarians of the Archdiocese
of Omabha, especially that we may discern God’s will correctly, and if He wills it, that we may become holy priests.

There are a lot of fine, young men in this parish whom I’ve met and become friends with, including your own
sons and grandsons, who are probably being called to discernment in a seminary setting, and some of those men are
being called to the priesthood. Please encourage them in their decision; it will be a sacrifice for them and their families,
but it’s a sacrifice with great rewards. You might be aware of some of these young men, if you are, please have them
read this letter.

To you, the young men of the parish who might think God is calling you and are considering going into the
seminary to discern God’s will for your life. Don’t be afraid. The seminary is hard, but so is priesthood, that’s why it’s
for real men. This life is also a lot of fun, and I can guarantee that there will be no regrets if you enter the seminary,
whether you stay or leave. Find peace in knowing that God will only ask you to do what He knows will make you the
most happy; all you have to do is trust Him. If you have any questions or concerns talk to your priests, send me a mes-
sage on Facebook, or ask Fr.
